The Lexile Framework was developed by MetaMgetrics
an educational assessment and research team, funded
originally by the National Institute of Child Health and
Human Development.

A school either gives the student a Scholastic Reading
Inventory Test (SRI) or a Lexile score is determined from
state or local standardized testing such as STAR.

Local school libraries may use a color code system rather the
numbered score system. They may use PRintas& Pinnel| or
Lexile for their color coding, but the colors help the child choc
an appropriate level book.

If your child tells you they are reading blue books at school, tl
are reading at an AR level around E&untas& Pinnellscore L,
and a Lexile score around 500.
